THE DEVELOPMENT OF ATLAS CARTOGRAPEY IN THE UKRAINIAN SSR

Real history of geographical atlas mapping of the Ukraine
began in 1917 when as the result of the Great October Socialist
Revolution the Ukraine gained political independerceand became a
free socialist state — the Ukrainian Soviet Socialist Republic,
and especially in 1922 when the Ukraine, together with other
fraternallrepublics, united and founded a state of a new type -
the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics.

‘During the years of the Soviet power atlas mapping hﬁs been gre-
atly developed directly in the Ukraineé. Soviet Ukrainian scientists |
have made and continue to make various topical and complex geograph-
1cal atlases in the UkKrSSR in general and its individual regions.

The first Ukrainian atlas appeared in 1922. It was " Arjac

KapT azexkTpodikanwm ygpaggﬂupublished by the Ukrainian Council
of People's Economy in Kharkov. This atlas 1s one of the first
Soviet economic atlases. V.I.Lenin made use of the atlas of the
electrification of the Ukraine in hié practical work.

The first atlas devoted to natural conditions was published
in the Ukraine in 1927. It was "KaivaTyuHm# aTiac Yxpaingn" published
by the Ukrainian Meteorological Office in Kiev. This atlas gave
the first general characteristic of the Ukraine climatic conditions
and initiated atlas map-making of the climate of the Ukraine.

The first complex atlas of the TkrSSR made by L. Klyovaniy '
"Peorpadi uauf ataac Yxkpaincskoi Conianicryunoi PazgHCBKOI
- pecnyGnixg" was issued in 1928. The atlas was developed under the
editorship of Academician K. Vobly, Academicilan P.Tutkovsky, Aca-
demician O. Fomin with the cooperation of sclentific workers
P. Vasilenko and N. Pimenova. The Scientific and Methodological
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‘Committee of the Ukrainian People's Commissariat of Education

recommended the atlas as a teaching aid to be used in schools.

This atlas gave a start for the development of complex geogra=—
phical atlas mapping of the Ukraine. With good reason this atlas
can be considered as the first school geographical atlas of the
Ukr.SSR. The étlas started school atlas map-making of the Ukraine.
At.the same time it can be considered as an embryo of the national
atlas of the Ukraine, although as to its general volume and coﬁ%ehen-
siveness, this atlas does not correspond to the modern concept of
a national atlas. '

Reglional geographical atlas mapping of the Ukraine was started
in 1930 when the Water Varieties Seed Board of the 'Soyuzsakhar' in
Kiev published the climaiic atlas of the main beet-raising regions
of. the USSR. The author of this atlas was A. Fedorov. The atlas was
intended to be a reference for agfiomists ahd characterized climatic
and agro-climatic conditions of the beet—growing regions.

The second regional atlas was developed by'o. Sotchenko in the
Institute of Water Economy of the Ukrainian Academy of Sciences
under the leadership and editorship of Professor L. Ogievsky.

It was the atlas of surface water evaporation rate in the Dniepei
river basin. The atlas was published by the Ukrainian Academy of
Sciences in 1935. After the publication of this atlas a long inter-
val in atlas mapping in the Ukraine set in.

Atlas mapping in the Ukrainian SSR again was revived in the
50s. The initiator of this revival of cartography was the Geographiea,
cal Department of the Kiev State University.

In 1958 the Kiev University publishing house issued 1in Kiev

"Arpac cimeckxoro rocrnofapctsa Yxkpaincrkoi PCP" developed at
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the Geographical Department of the Kiev University. The atlas chara-
cterized climatic conditions, distribution and specialization of
agrioculture in the Ukraine as they existed in 1956.

The majority of the atlas maps were accompanied with numerous
diagrams and charts which provided additional characteristic for
the main content of the map.

This atlas was the first Soviet atlas of agriculture and was
intended as a reference for agiculturistis.

In 1958 the Uzhgorod State University published in Uzhgorod
the 1linguistic atlas of the Ukrainian people's dialects of the
Transcarpathian region of the Ukr.SSR. The atlas was made by I.Dzen-
dzelivsky.

The 1960s saw especially intensive and varied atlas mapping of
the Ukraine.

In 1960 the publishing house of the Ukrainian Academy of
Sciences issued a great work of atlas mapping developed at the
Institute of Geological Sciense of the Ukrainian Academy of Scoiences
and edited V.G. Bondarchuk, Academician of the Ukrainian Academy of
Sciences (UAS). It was "Arnac naneorpadiummx xapr Yrpaimcekoi PCP i
Monzasceroi PCP /3 eneMmeHTaMu JIiTO@&IIiﬁ/.n

The atlas reflected the sequence'of changks in physiogeogra-—
phical conditions on the terfitory of .the Ukrainian and Moldavian
SSR from the Riphaeus (Upper Proterozoi) to the Quaternary Period.

_The main content is supplemented with the illustration of deposi-

tion lithology of corresponding time, mineral concentrations, and

other features explaining either facial conditions of deposition

(carbon content, rock mottling, rock-forming organisms) or geo—

ﬁbrphological and other features (kames, asar, sinks, glaciodislo-.

cation, archeological findings). The underside of each map has a

readers at large. The atlas comprises 126 maps and provides general
information about’ nature, economy, politico-administrative arrange-
ment and cultural construction of the Ukrainian and Moldavian SSR.

Folloving the Kiev University, other higher educational
establishments of the Ukraine also started the development of at-
lases. In 1965 the Land Management Department of the Lviv Agricul-
tural Institute pu'blis—hed the "Cinscprorocilonapcsku# aTiac saxiz -
HUX pafionis YKpaincbkol PCP". The atlas deals with the develop-
ment of agriculture in seven Western regions of the Ukraine.

Big work on climatic conditions and resources atlag map-ma—‘
king has been ba:ried out in the Ukrainian Scientific and Research
Hydro-Meteorological Institute of the Mai Administration of the
USSR Hydro-Metéorological Service.

The activity of the scientists of the Ukraine in the fild
of atlas map-making has overstepped the limits of the territory
of the republic. In 1966 the UAS published the atlas of hydrolo-—
gical characteristics of the North-Western part of the Black Sea
(for fish-industry purposes) developed at the Odessa branch of
the Institute of Southern Seas Biology of the Ukrainian Academy
of Sciences. In 1969 the UkrSSR Hydro-Meteorological Service
Board published the atlas of the Black Sea waves and wiﬁds com-—
piled by the Basin Hydro-Meteorological Observatory of the Black
and Azov Seas. The UAS Marine Hydrophysical Institute developed
the atlas of ocean heat balance. The atlas was published in
Sevastopol in 1970.

All together, before the beginning of the 10 th Five Year
Plan, there were 19 single-topic complex-topic atlases both of
different content and topics developed and published in the
Soviet Ukraine.

The production of atlases of the Ukraine involved the par-
ticipation of the UAS institutions, universities, and other
higher educational establishments, departments and scientific
and research institutes of various branches of industry and
agriculture,

In the Ukraine since 1963, on the initiative of the Geog-
raphical Department of the Kiev State University, the work has
been started on scientific cartographic generalization of all
presentday information on natu@pconomy and culture.of the repub-
lic in order to characterize its in a complex cartographical forﬁ
